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Drug Dealers Still haven’t gotten the message

Hiawassee, ga, November 17, 2008:  It was a busy weekend for deputies, as two people were arrested and charged with felony drug charges.  One car was seized.

After receiving a citizen complaint about a reckless driver, Deputy Tracy James initiated a traffic stop on Hwy 76 at Konahetah Road.  During the stop, Deputy James became suspicious and he and Deputy Mark Marshall searched the vehicle.  A felony amount of methamphetamine was discovered.  Lisa Watson, age 42, of Stone Mountain, GA was charged with driving while license suspended and possession of a controlled susbstance/methamphetamine.  Towns County Sheriff’s Office filed seizure for Watson’s Mitsubishi 3000GT, which was used to transport the illegal drugs.

Two days later, on November 15, Detective Brian Wilson observed a vehicle traveling southbound on Highway 75 unable to maintain lane.  The vehicle’s registration was also suspended.  Detective Wilson stopped the vehicle in the area of Highway 180.

Detective Wilson deployed his K-9, Rocky.  Rocky alerted on the vehicle in two different places and Wilson and deputies James and Marshall conducted a search.  The search revealed a felony amount of methamphetamine.  John Kenneth Allen of Midway, GA was arrested and is charged with possession of a controlled substance/methamphetamine.  

Sheriff Clinton would like to commend Deputies James and Marshall and Detective Wilson on a job well done.  He stated that the people of Towns County deserve to raise their children in a drug-free environment and he and the deputies will work tirelessly to that end.  The Sheriff stated, “Apparently, they didn’t get the memo in Stone Mountain and Midway, GA.  In Towns County, we protect our children from drug dealers.”
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
